Caring for Creation in this Lenten Season 

Those of us designing this year’s Lenten worship services have been having 
great fun, and anytime "fun" and "Lent" appear in the same sentence it would 
seem worth spreading the news!  
 
We are working with a terrific resource from the Iona Community in Scotland 
which invites us all to take on particular aspects of environmental stewardship 
for our Lenten disciplines. Scripture texts, prayers, readings, music, take-
home action suggestions are all focused around a single theme each week, 
and in lieu of regular sermons, time is being provided within each worship ser-
vice for you to decide which particular discipline (from a list of specific sugges-
tions, or your own equivalent choice) you will commit to for that week of the 
Lenten season. The idea is to pick something each week which is concrete 
enough to be quite manageable for you to continue throughout Lent and, we 
hope, even well beyond Easter.  
 
We are also providing an opportunity to swap resources, success stories, and 
suggestions downstairs in fellowship hall, so that our environmental steward-
ship commitment becomes a real community effort.  

 

All this, plus weekly drawings for environmentally-friendly prizes (the first 
week it was a book of bus passes), gorgeous prayer cards for us to post at 
home, and an incredible Lenten devotional booklet designed by our new Chil-
dren’s Ministry Director, Emily Watkins, for individual and family use midweek. 
 
Keep in mind that this particular worship focus might well be of interest to 
friends and neighbors - invite them to join you for what is turning out to be an 
inspiring series of services demonstrating not only that living gently on the 
earth is important to our church family, but that it is deeply biblical and can 
draw us closer to the God of all creation.

Our regular 10:30 am Sunday service will include 
a palm processional around the sanctuary, led by our WPC kids.  We will also conclude our Lenten focus on 
Caring for Creation on this final Sunday of Lent. 

 

Maundy Thursday, March 20th 

We are encouraging you to attend an evening service at one of our neighboring churches this year on 
Maundy Thursday, the night we remember Jesus’ Last Supper with his disciples, and his betrayal in the Gar-
den of Gethsemane.   

Woodland Park Presbyterian Church holds a Seder meal in their fellowship hall on this special night of 
remembrance. They have been gracious enough to welcome some of us to join them, but since they have 
such a great turnout for this event, we are limited to just 10 spots for Wallingford folks.  Please speak with the 
Sunoos right away if you would like to add your name to that list.

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WPC MISSION TRIP – AUGUST 2008

We are very excited to announce our first in what we hope will become an annual tradition:  our youth mission 
trip. 

 

WHEN:  Aug 17-22 or 23rd, 2008 

 

WHERE:  The Campbell Farm, located on the Yakama Indian Reservation  (campbellfarm@nwinfo.net) 

 

WHO: Anyone entering the 6th grade or older (including all you high schoolers and graduates!) plus inter-
ested adults who want to be chaperones/helpers 

 

WHAT:  Campbell Farm is affiliated with the Presbyterian Church and specializes in running youth mission 
trips.  We have talked personally to many who have only GREAT things to say about it.  They have staff who 
plan the service projects, provide food, and provide evening programs. We supply able-bodied enthusiastic 
workers and the desire to serve and have fun. 

 

COST:  Between $225-260/person for food and board. Extra for mission projects, and extra for fun options 
like floating the Yakima river.  Scholarship money is available – please don’t let cost keep you away!! 

 

DEPOSIT:  $75/head, due in soon to hold the spot 

 

PLEASE NOTE:  We need 1 adult/6 kids.  Extra adults that want to go are *very* welcome.  Depending on 
skills of those who go, we may do special projects, for instance, adults with construction skills may be put to 
work doing remodeling type work on the farm. 

 

YOUTH, consider which friends you want to ask NOW! 

 

Potential Projects:  Each day will be a different project. For our skill level, it may include working in homeless 
shelter preparing and serving food, partnering with "volunteer chore services" to provide gardening, painting, 
clean up, weeding, etc. for those who need it.  The youth will also help with chores on the farm, and will have 
turns with meal prep and clean up. 

 

What a day/week looks like: 

Sunday--arrive at 3 pm, have orientation, dinner at 5:30 followed by evening program and free time 

Weekday schedule: 

6:30 rise and morning chores (feeding animals, gardening, kitchen help, etc) 

7:30 morning devotions 

8:00 breakfast and make sack lunches 

8:30 work assignment and go to sites 

9:00 Service projects (with teams of 8-10 volunteers that rotate projects throughout the week 

Lunch break 

2:00 finish up project and return to farm (some projects could continue depending on project and group's de-
sire) 
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2:30  Recreation: free time-may including swimming at the local pool, environmental or cultural learning in 
Yakima, floating the Yakima river, etc. 

5:30 Dinner (helpers in kitchen by 5 pm) 

5:50 Clean up 

6:30 debriefing and reflection on the day, singing, Bible study and prayer 

8:30 Free time/games/singing 

11 pm lights out! 

 

Thurs pm is a special 4-8 pm BBQ with outreach to kids in the community.  Up to 70 kids come and the youth 
help with skits, crafts, food, etc.  The leaders say that this consistently rates as one of the highlights of the 
week on evaluations 

 

Friday--can leave, or can stay and then there is a closing worship. 

 

The camp holds~50 people, so it is probable that we will be there with other groups.
